Nicholas slowly crawled out of southeastern Texas overnight
Tuesday into southwestern Louisiana, where the center of
circulation currently sits Wednesday morning. Nicholas lost
wind intensity while onshore on Tuesday, and was
downgraded to a tropical depression Tuesday evening. The
storm will slowly meander northeastward through southern
Louisiana into Friday, resulting in a multi- day threat for
heavy rain.
